Overview… 
The A82 PC Adapter Cable connects 
the WXT510 weather transmitter to 
your PC, providing a low-cost, real-
time weather monitoring system. 

What’s included with the cable: 
The A82 cable includes: 

• (1) 100ft cable with RS232 
connector and power plug. 
 

• Requires A10 Power Adapter and 1005 weatherVIC 
Software for complete PC-based system. 

 
Powering the WXT510: 
The A10 Power Adapter connects to a 
standard wall outlet to power the PC-
based WXT510 weather transmitter, 
providing a low-cost, real-time weather 
monitoring system. 

 
 
Configuring the unit: 
NexSens weatherVIC software is a powerful data collection and 
analysis tool for the Vaisala WXT510 multi-parameter weather 
transmitter, turning your PC into a data logger.

Installing the cable … 
When ready to install the cable, simply:  

Step 1. Use a flat head screw driver to loosen the three fixing 
screws. Gently pull the top of the WXT510 off of the 
body and install the PTU module. Remove the 
bottom to expose the green terminal strip. 

 

Step 2.  Wire sensor to the data logger’s green terminal strips. 
According to the diagram below. When wired for the 
heated version, pin 20 is jumpered to pin 18 and pin 
19 in jumpered to pin 17. 

Wire 1 Wire 2 WXT510 DB9 Pin and Signal 

Green Black Pin 19 Ground PC Pin 5 

Red Brown Pin 20 Power +12V 

White Orange Pin 3 Rx PC Pin 2 

Blue Yellow Pin 5 Tx PC Pin 3 

 

Step 3. Replace the top of the WXT510 and tighten the three 
fixing screws that fasten the top to the bottom.
